SWISSTEAM SCORING —March Sectional
By Janet Dunbar

The Cdgary Sectiond in March will use a 20 Victory Point scoring system for the Swiss Teams on Sunday.  This
is a trid event, and the Unit membership will be given the opportunity to vote on future use of the system a the
Annud Generd Mesting later in the pring.

For those of you unfamiliar with the system, hopefully thiswill help prepare you:

Didrict 18 currently uses the Win-Loss system a most tournaments. Those of you who have traveled to
tournaments outside our area, or have atended Nationds, are aware of the other system, cdled Victory Point
scoring, which alow matches to be won on adiding scale, depending on the margin of victory.

If you look at the back of a convention card, you will see areas marked “ 20-PT VP SCALE’ and “30-PT VP
SCALE". Each has columns marked with ranges of IMPS (nternationd Match Points) and VPs (Victory Points).



This dlows you to convert your margin of victory into another number, which is used to keep running tota
throughout the event, resulting in afind score after dl matches.

If, for example, you lose amatch 23 — 14: (A difference of 9 points)

Winning Team: Losng team:
Win/Loss. WIN LOSS
20 Pt scale 14 6

If you lose another match by 4 points, you will score 8 of a possible 20 points, for a tota of 14 (8 + 6) of a possible
40 points (2 matches x 20 points each). In Win/Loss, you would just have 2 losses.

Advantages:

1. Y ou receive credit for losing a close match, instead of just getting a LOSS.

2. Y ou are never out of amatch.
If you give up 1100 on the first board, it is hard to come back in a W/L sysem. With a victory point
sysem, you may dill lose the match, but you will have a chance to get something out of it.  This means
that every board isimportant, and you should never give up, no matter what disaster befalls you.

3. Y our team is never diminated before it gets going.
Do you have teammates who are adeep for the first two matches on a Sunday morning?  Currently, if your
team loses two matches early in the day, you have very little chance of doing well, and the team can end up
coadting through the day knowing it cannot win. Not much fun.
However, with the VP scoring, losng two maiches is not the end of the game. You can 4ill triumph if you
can win some matches in decisve fashion. Winning maiches by 11 or more will give you 75% + of the
available VPs, and can rocket you up the leader board if you put some of those wins together.

4, More definitive matchups.
When teams are matched up according to points, there is an easy hierarchy b follow. With teams having

equa numbers of Wins and Losses, it is amore random matching.

5. Fewer ties at the end of the event
How many of us have ended up with 5.25 wins, and been tied 5" — 8™ in the standings? With a point
system, these ties are virtudly diminated, and definitive placings can be achieved.

One disadvantage to the system is random shuffling. If you are playing a match with a lot of strange boards,
resulting in some big swing results, you could win or lose a maich by a lot.  Meanwhile, a another table, where
your nemesis a the top of the leader board is playing, the boards have been shuffled differently, and everything is
a nice easy part score, resulting in a cdose match.  The result here is that they lose by 3, and you get annihilated,
scoring 0 of 20.  NOW you are wishing for a Wir/Loss system!

Note:  Since the scoring is so important, please be sure to take extra care when scoring your match, and to record
an exact number on the ticket (no “3+” dlowed!)

For those of you who have never played Victory Point scoring, the Unit Board would like you to kegp an open
mind and try it out.  Fed free to give lots of feedback to anyone wearing a nametag and voice your opinion & the
AGM. Onetrid may not be enough for everyone, so any thoughts on that are also appreciated.

Get a team together and go to the Martinique Bridge Club to qudify. You have three chances to quaify: Friday at
7:30 on January 25, February 8 and, February 22. Once a team is qudified, the next step is the Didtrict Find in
Great Fals on May 17-19. (Note: some flights might have a Unit Find in Cagary before the Didrict Find but this
isunlikdy).

The Didrict will give the four winners of the top flights a subsidy if they decide to go on to the Nationd Find. If a
winning team decides not to go, the second place team can go and get the subsidy. If you have any question,
please contact the Martinique at 243-4353 or Janet Dunbar at 245-8270.
