Tournament Report

The first two tournaments of the season were held at the Polish Canadian Cultural Centre on September 12 to 14, and 
at the Inns of Banff on October 31 to November 2.  The next two tournaments are planned to be held at the Polish 
Canadian Cultural Centre on:  January 9 to 11, 1998 and March 13 to 15, 1998.

Board has also approved the tournament dates for the 1998/99 season and these have been virtually approved by 
ACBL District and Headquarters (September 11-13, 1998, November 6-8, 1998, January 8-10, 1999, and March 5-
